1. Wheel placement  
 
When installing a spare wheel equipped with TPMS on the rear hatch of a vehicle, make sure that 
the valve stem is oriented between the 12 and 3 o’clock position (see diagram below). If the valve 
stem is not oriented properly, this can cause a malfunction with the vehicle, such as the vehicle 
seeing the spare wheel as a running wheel or giving incorrect pressure readings.   
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
